This is an annual Award presented to a nominated Murdoch student (undergraduate or postgraduate) who has responded to the provided selection criteria. The candidate has to demonstrate a significant contribution to the University’s equity and social justice objectives as provided in the University’s Strategic Plan. 

A student can self nominate or be nominated by someone else be filling in the Diversity and Social Justice Awards Application Form.

DIVERSITY AND SOCIAL JUSTICE AWARDS
The Diversity and Social Justice Award is one of the most prestigious honours presented to a student who has demonstrated significant contribution to diversity and social justice at the University. This can be at the local community, the national or international level. 

The Selection Criteria:

You, the nominee have to demonstrate one or more of the following:

· That you have undertaken voluntary activities that contribute to promotion of diversity in campus life 
· That you have taken the opportunities provided by the University to educate yourself about community diversity – this includes learning about others who are not like you and those with identities, customs, cultures, spiritual beliefs and physical abilities that are different from your own.

· That you have participated in activities that promote one or more of the following: diversity, equal opportunity, multiculturalism and social justice on campus.

· That you have participated in volunteer community services that promote social justice for the students learning community

· That you getting involved in the university community by participating in student activities -  including learning experiences inside and outside of the classroom – and freely seeking to embrace diversity in order to transcend social barriers.
